Cannabis rescheduling in the United States is the proposed removal of marijuana from Schedule I, the most tightly restricted category of drugs, by the U.S.
Congress or the Attorney General. Since the early 1970s, cannabis reform advocates and the Drug Enforcement Administration have been battling over whether
to transfer marijuana to a different category that would allow medical use. Rescheduling proponents claim that cannabis is not addictive or harmful enough to
meet the Controlled Substances Act's strict criteria for placement in Schedule I. The government argues that marijuana does not meet its criteria for acceptable
medical use, and that evidence of cannabis' widespread use is more relevant than animal studies in establishing the drug's abuse potential. The most recent
rescheduling petition, filed by medical marijuana advocates in 2002, is likely to wind up in the U.S. Court of Appeals.

US Votes for Oil over Polar Bears

Does the United States Senate need English lessons? On Wednesday, its members voted 51-49 to open up the Arctic National Wildlife Refuge in Alaska to oil
drilling. The word "refuge," however, means "sanctuary or shelter." Environmentalists say the drilling could disrupt the delicate natural balance for endangered
species in the area.

The Bush administration has had its eye on the oil lurking beneath the Arctic National Wildlife Refuge in Alaska for years. Environmentalists have been
attempting to save the region -- home to a rich variety of wildlife including elk, polar bears and millions of migratory birds -- for decades. On Wednesday, Bush
came one step closer to victory on the issue as the Senate voted 51-49 in favor of opening the refuge up to drilling. "This project will keep our economy growing
by creating jobs and ensuring that businesses can expand,” Bush said in a statement. At least 10.4 billion barrels of oil is believed to be within the refuge's 1.5
million acre territory.

Here you have the long-awaited debut album from FENIN, the man who symbiotically fuses techno and dub for Shitkatapult! Fenin has been active as a
musician since end of the 1980s. In 1995 he founded his own reggae band in Berlin called TRIBAL NOTES, which managed to have plenty of shows. He quickly
became familiarized with the growth in electronic music from Berlin's expanding club and music scene, starting his own productions in 97. His first 12" titled
HERR PITZELBERGER appeared in 2000 on Shitkatapult. Since then he has been at the core of the label. He followed with releases on Echochord,
Meteosound, and Textone. "Grounded" now marks the coming of his debut aloum on Shitkatapult. FENIN really lets techno, dub, and reggae collide. His
musical roots and passions appear more lucid than ever before. His productions have little to do with what is generally understood to be dub-techno or techno
dub. It's not about minimal techno tracks overloaded with effects, but more like old school and grounded productions that emerge from studio handiwork like
classic overdub techniques created live on a mixing board. The term "dub" thus derives from a much earlier engagement and understanding of reggae. The
musical spectrum is set pretty wide from technoid pieces like the deep "South" (track 10) to the old school dub piece "Interlude" (track 3) all the way to pure
reggae songs like "No C.1.A. (track 6) or "Thrill" (track 9) which carry the true weight of hits. This is then the strength of the album. It's not another dub techno
album in the least bit. It is a debut album where techno, dub, and reggae are brought closer together successfully. It's much more a technoid album for the dub
and reggae freaks than a dubby album for techno freaks — even when everybody that has already seen him live knows damn well that his techno-heavy tracks
get every club pumping!

Formed in the Danish festival city Roskilde, the 4 piece band PRINTER joined as a rock band. After the first two weeks, the drummer was up behind a keyboard
and the guy brought in as guitar player never left his laptop.
